In 1280, Saman Buth started a small Cambodian NGO called the Children and Life Association [(CLA)
with the aim to improve the life and ivelihood of the poor. Saman's previous work with Sawve the Children
Australia (SCA) in Phnom Penh inspired her to start CLA and the organisation is now invobeed in 182
villages in Prey Weng Province and is a highly respected child rights and community development NG
in Cambodia. In 1882, Saman met Barbara Jackson, a community development professional who was
working in an imtegrated rural development program in Vietnam. Barbara will present at this seminar
alongside Saman and Sarah Spiller who recenily conducted her PhD research in Mesang, Cambodia.
This seminar will provide insights imto recent advances in on-the-ground community development in
Cambodia and CLA's whaolistic, child-centred approach that focuses on assisting the whiole family to
retain their dignity, eam their cwn livelihood and avoid the trappings of city life that entices people to sell
their children for money.
